Foxfield Fall Course Report
The Foxfield racecourse was inspected on September 17, 2022 by Jack Sanford, Jr.
Turf: The turf is uniform at 6” and will be maintained at that height.
Smoothness: The course is smooth throughout.
Compaction: 94 (soft)
Moisture: 8 (average wet)
Notes: The course is in good condition. It has been deep tined aerated twice in the last month. The 
turf is very uniform, and there are very few weeds after an aggressive weed kill after last spring’s races.

Horses entered in the training flat race at Shawan Downs (Races 7 and 8) will not have an assigned 
stall, and may have to run “off the van.” A limited number of additional stalls will be available for flat 
horses at the same $150 stall fee. All flat horses must be on the grounds no later than noon. Trainers 
should contact Sara Miller (410-804-0721) for assistance.

Jockey Parker Hendriks (GREY ILLUSIONS) was fined $250 for Careless Riding in the first race at Co-
lonial Downs on Monday, August 29.

The Amateur or Apprentice Rider training flat (#95) has been canceled.

(Amateur or Apprentice Rider Training Flat)
For Three Year Olds and Upward. To be ridden by amateur or apprentice riders. Three-year-olds, 
150 lbs.; older, 155 lbs. Maidens allowed 5 lbs. Apprentice riders allowed 5 lbs. No other rider allow-
ances. The result of this race does not count toward a horse’s official record.  Entry fee $100.  
One Mile and One Quarter on the Turf.

NSA Shoe Policy
No toe grabs, caulks, stickers, turndowns, inserts, trailers, or heel extensions will be allowed on the 
front or hind shoes. Note: The insert on the toe of the Queen’s Plate is considered a “wear plate,” not 
a toe grab. Block heels on the hind shoes (not to exceed ¼ inch) are permissible. Outer rim shoes are 
allowable providing there is no toe grab.

Monteplier Purse Increases
The purse for the Madison Plate (#127), a ratings handicap (115 or lower), has been increased from 
$25,000 to $30,000.
The purse for the Montpelier Cup (#130), the Sport of Kings filly/mare stakes, has been increased from 
$35,000 to $50,000. This race will be run in memory of Glenn Petty.
The purse of the Noel Laing (#131), the Sport of Kings handicap stakes, has been increased from 
$50,000 to $60,000.
Total purses for the Montpelier Hunt Races now total $215,000.

Condition Book Corrections
In the Foxbrook Champion Hurdle novice stakes (#105) at Far Hills, the correct weight for four-year-
olds is 144 lbs. Also, the corrected condition should read as follows: “For Four Year Olds and Upward 
which have not won over hurdles prior to March 1, 2021, or which have never won three races, other 
than three-year-old.”
In the Aflac Supreme Hurdle novice stakes (#124) at Callaway Gardens, the correct weight for four-
year-olds is 146 lbs.

Further Clarification: No protrusions below the ground surface of the shoe is the target of the rule. On 
outer rims, consider the rim itself to be the ground surface and grind the toe grabs down flush with it. 
On everything else the grab gets ground down to flush with the shoe’s surface. There are a variety of 
Block Heels available from various manufacturers. As long as the shoes are labeled Block Heels from 
the maker, they are permitted. Again, with the toes ground flush to the surrounding shoe surface.

Please see the attached current ratings list. If you have a horse in training that has won over jumps 
and is not on the list, please notify the office immediately. Also, if a horse appears on the list and has 
been taken out of training, please notify the office.
