In this race jockey Jamie Bargary (ZIGGLE POPS (GB)) complained to the stewards about the riding of jockey Gerard 
Galligan (ANIMAL KINGSTON) after the second last fence.  Both horses were unplaced.  The stewards reviewed the 
video several times and interviewed both riders.  The stewards felt that jockey Galligan had shut off the inside path of 
Bargary after Bargary was already inside his horse causing him the check sharply.  The stewards found jockey Gerard 
Galligan guilty of overly aggressive riding and accessed him a $250 fine.

BY THE RIVERSIDE (FR) ducked out of the inside wing of the fifth fence and was off course. 
 
PICCADILLY fell at the third last fence.  Jockey Jamie Bargary was examined by the course physician and cleared to 
ride.

Jockey David England was 
examined by the course physician and cleared to ride.
