Race II
#3 SLIABH AUGHTY (FR) was pulled up in mid stretch and treated for heat exhaustion.

#8 FUSEE DE POCHE (IRE) pulled up tired before the last hurdle.
#9 NOWYOUSCANT’LEAVE pulled up tired before the last fence.

#6 READY SET SHOP (VA) pulled up tired after the sixth fence.

#7 I AM FORTUNATA (IRE) pulled up tired before the last fence.
#4 GOSPEL WAY pulled up tired before the last fence.

#7 MR CONNECTICUT pulled up tired after the 7th fence.
#2 SEISMIC WAVE stumbled and lost his rider at the 6th fence. Jockey Graham Watters was examined by the course physician and cleared to ride.

#10 MARSHELLA (IRE) finished 6th but was disqualified and placed last for cutting a flag after being forced off course by a loose horse at the second last fence.  Jockey Harrison Beswick was held blameless.

#1 LEFT BLANK was forced off course at the second last fence.

#5 SEIZING THE DREAM fell at the third fence.  Jockey Thomas Garner was examined by the course physician and cleared to ride.

#9 NEW APPOINTMENT (IRE) was unruly prior to the start and broke some 20 lengths behind the field.

#8 ARROWHEART the winner of this race was treated by Dr. Coles for heat exhaustion before blood was drawn for his post-race testing.  This was noted on the testing sample.
OFFICIAL COMMENTS:
This meet continues to improve, the turf was in excellent condition.  Having the paddock on the course in front of the stewards stand worked well.  However, going forward we need to find a way to get the horses tacked and to the paddock quicker.  We were not able to keep to the 35 minute schedule which is problematic for both our Lasix and live streaming schedule.
