hours prior to their scheduled post time, but no later than 10AM for pre-race exams. 

All owners, trainers, riders and grooms participating in the Virginia Gold   

Cup races are required to be licensed by the Virginia Racing Commission (VRC). 

Admittance to the barn area is restricted to any individual 15 years or younger. 

License forms and instructions can be accessed at www.vrc.virginia.gov. 

There are no license fees, and all participants will be issued a three-year license.  Please note that all 

first time participants must be fingerprinted upon making their initial application and pay a $30  

processing fee. 

VRC Staff will be on-site at the Spring House May 2 &3  from 9-5 for licensing.  All licensing to be      

completed by 5pm on May 3, 2023.  NO DAY PASSES WILL BE GIVEN TO GROOMS; VRC WILL BE AT  

THE STABLE FROM 8AM—2PM ON RACE DAY.  TWO FORMS OF ID WILL BE REQUIRED TO BE

The trainer or their licensed  

designate will be responsible for transporting the tack after weighing out back to the barn for  

saddling.  Jockeys are not allowed in the stabling area.  If trainers have multiple horses in a race or 

horses in back-to-back races, please make appropriate plans as it is imperative to stay on schedule. 

No longer required to be on file with the Horse Identifier at the races provided the horse can be  

properly identified by tattoo or microchip.  A one-time exception may be made provided the horse 

can be identified by its markings. 

All scratches after 10am Wednesday, May 3, must be made no later than 11AM on race day. 

Horses shipping to the Virginia Gold Cup must have a Health Certificate dated within the last 5 days 

with the following information. 

• Originated barn location with status on active or suspect case of Herpes Virus

• Vaccination date for EHV-1 that is dated no less than 7 but no more than 120 days.

• Coggins test conducted within 12 months.

are planning to bring an AE horse as well.  Please discard all wraps and supply materials in a trash can, 

not in the stall along with any other trash generated during the day.
