On Sunday evening, April 27, 2025, the Great Meadow course for the Virginia Gold Cup meet was inspected by Don Yovanovich. It is exciting to watch a well-planned and properly executed
agronomic program at work. Great thanks go to our turf specialists, Logan Freeman and Peter Mayback, as well as Bobby Hilton and his grounds crew at Great Meadow, for the wonderful results on
the course.

Mowing at 6 inches started Sunday evening and will continue Monday morning. The new grass growth is evident, with a great green color and lush thickness. Aggressive irrigation has provided the
necessary moisture for new growth and good compaction readings. Past trouble areas were treated with soaking hoses, and the results are all positive.

In addition to the irrigation at Great Meadow, the forecast for Northern Virginia indicates some showers Thursday and Friday. The course measurements were very consistent throughout the entire
course. Sunday's readings are:
