Foal papers are not required to be on file with the Horse Identifier at the races providing the horse can be properly identified; and tattoos or microchip are required for all horses, with a one-time
exception providing the horse can be identified by his/her markings. All scratches must be made no later than one hour prior to post time for the first race.

CREDENTIALS NEEDED: NSA pins will allow admittance to most subscriber areas around the race course, including the paddock. NSA hang tags will gain access to the grounds via Gate 2 on
Providence Road (stable area only).

Stables and Horse ntrance is via Gate 2 off Providence Road closest to Warren Ave.
For Tower, Paddock, and OTR parking use Gate 6.

Note: Warren avenue along the side of the property and to the south of Providence road is a washed out gravel road unsuitable for many vehicles especially horse vans.
