Stewards Advisory Committee Ruling 
The NSA Stewards Advisory Committee convened on Monday, May 5, 2025 to review the ruling 
issued by the Stewards of the Old Dominion Point to Point races run on April 5, 2025. This ruling 
resulted in the disqualification of the first-place finisher, WINNING SPIRIT, for a medication violation 
and the re-distribution of the purse. The Committee supported the decision to disqualify WINNING 
SPIRIT, based on the undisputed adverse finding by the Laboratory, however, due to mitigating 
factors overturned the $1,000 fine assessed to trainer Julie Gomena.

Winterthur Stewards Ruling
Race 3: FAST VISION, the second-place finisher, was disqualified and declared unplaced due to a 
violation of the NSA whip policy, which mandates disqualification for ten or more strikes. Jockey 
Jordan Canavan was fined $500 for the offense and suspended for one steeplechase day—Sunday, 
June 15, 2025.

Downs must complete a 150-day layoff report via the HISA portal linked below. To ensure eligibility 
to run at a major track, please submit the report no later than 14 days prior to entry.

Radnor Course Report

Inspection date - Monday May 5th, 2025
Clerk of the course: Charlie Fitzgerald 
Moisture: 8/10 (wet)
Compaction: 75 (good/ good to soft)

The course is in good condition with a thick grass cover and smooth surface. In October 2024 the 
course was shatter tine aerated and turf soil applied, along with grass seed. March 2025 the course 
was shattertine aerated to a 6 inch depth and rolled. April 2025 it was verti cut and seeded. May 1st 
it was shatter tine aerated. The turf will be at least 6 inches long on race day.



Radnor Substitute Races
(Filly & Mare Maiden Hurdle) 

Purse $25,000. Hurdle. For Maiden Fillies and Mares, Four Years Old and Upward. Four-yearolds, 145 lbs.; older, 153 
lbs. Entry fee $250; $250 additional if not scratched on time Tuesday; $250 additional to start. 
Two Miles and One Furlong over National Fences.

(Ratings Handicap Hurdle) 
Purse $50,000. Handicap Hurdle. For Four Year Olds and Upward which are rated 130 or lower. The highest rated 
horse will be assigned 158 lbs. with all other weights adjusted accordingly based on the current ratings. Minimum weight 
140 lbs, not including apprentice allowances. Entry fee $500; $500 additional if not scratched on time Tuesday; $500 
additional to start. 
Two Miles and One Furlong over National Fences.

Note: These races will only be carded if one or more of the book races fail to attract a sufficient number of entries.
