Entry fee $200; $200
additional if not scratched on time Tuesday; $200 additional to start.
One Mile and One Half on the Turf.

FIFTH RACE
(Flat Race for Jumpers)
Purse $25,000. For Four-Year-Olds and Upward which have started over jumps. Four-year-olds,
150 Ibs.; older, 154 Ibs. Entry fee $250; $250 additional if not scratched on time Tuesday; $250
additional to start.
